The best conditions are calm air, hot sun and low humidity. Some big dark areas surrounded by lighter areas
will help to create thermals, so look to see if there is anything like that on or around your field. A freshly
plowed field is good. A parking lot works great! A large building with a black roof is awesome. However | have
caught thermals at 35 degrees F in 15 mph winds. They can be weak and they move fast, but they are there!

What do thermals look like?

Here are some thoughts on the hunt!

LISTEN WITH YOUR EYES

Get your plane up high, the higher the better. A long hi-start can get you 400-600 feet up which will give you several
minutes of glide if you don't find any lift. If you have a motor, cut the motor and trim the plane for nice level flight. Now,
focus on watching the plane and keeping it on a nice steady glide. Steady as she goes. Try to keep your hands off the sticks
as much as possible.

Let the plane ride with and across the river of air, giving it only occasional input to keep it going in the general direction
you want to go, but don't be a stickler about it . Let it drift like a fly on the surface of the river, waiting for a trout. If you
listen with your eyes, it will speak to you, but you have to listen
patiently.

Glide across the wind, not directly into it and not with it as it can be hard to see what the plane is doing when it is go ing
directly away from you or coming directly at you. Sort of a 45 -60 degree angle left for a while then a 45 to 60 degrees to the
right. Nice and slow and easy. You want to cover the sky and search the moving river of air, like a bird looking for food.

As you are flying, watch the wing tips the nose and the tail. If a wing seems to bump up, or if the plane seems to become
buoyant, floa ting up for a moment, it could be a gust, or you might have just brushed a thermal. Go
GENTLY into a slow turn in the direction of the wing that rose. Thermals will try to push you away. If you see the nose come
up for a little while, then drop a few seconds later, you may have gone right through the middle
of the thermal. Turn gently to circle back into it. It will be moving with the wind, so don't try to keep the plane in one place in
relation to the ground. As you work thermals it is natural for your plane to travel down wind as you circle. Try to make a
circle, but not too tight or you will lose too much altitude. Try for about a 100 foot diameter at first. Complete a couple of
turns and see if the plane seems to be rising at some point in the circle. If it is, just stay with the turn and try to find that
area where it rose, then start to



focus the plane into that area. If you find the rising air you are trying to keep the plane in that air column. If it is rising you
can apply a little up elevator in your turns, but not much. You don't want to stall and you don't
want to scare the thermal, you want to bond with it.

Try to observe if the plane is rising steadily, or if it seems to rise and fall. That could mean you are not centered in the
thermal, so work your way more toward the side of the circle where the plane rises.

Remember that thermals move with the wind, so you are not trying to stay in one place in relation to the ground. The
air is like a river and you are trying to stay in a little whirlpool that is moving with the river.

If you go into the turn and make a couple of turns with no success, then just resume the search pattern | mentioned.
Angles across the wind. Not into it and not with it.

A sailplane in lift - This is an AVA 3 M sailplane notice he is hunting, then he hits! http://www.rcgroups.com/articles/
liftzonemag/2004/mar/ava/Ava2.wmyv  As you watch the video, notice the light poles and how the plane tends to drift from

right to left. He is circling more than usual as he feels he has lift in the area and is trying to find the center. That is the
direction of the wind. Using the tops of the trees as reference you can see that he is rising.

If you are getting out too far, work your way back the same way, angles to the wind. Remember it will take longer to go up
wind than down wind and you will be losing altitude all the time, if you don't find lift.

Finding elusive thermals

Unless you hit a boomer, you are not going to immediately know you are in lift, so you have to watch the plane.
Sometimes it becomes apparent because you realize that your not sinking but appear to be holding altitude. The only way
to do that is to be in lift.

Remember also that thermals can vary in size and intensity. Some are fairly narrow and some are so large that it seems
a whole region of the sky is in lift. | rode one area recently for 58 minutes where it seemed about 1/4 of the field was in
lift. In this case, | didn't really have to circle. | just flew back and forth and the plane rose beautifully. Those are really nice,
when you find them.

BYLAWS OF THE Jefco AeromodOlrs #176

ARTICLE ONE OBJECTIVES

SECTION 1 LOCAL OBJECTIVES

To provide a flying field appropriate for flying activities of the majority of the general public. To promote the building, sport
flying and competition flying of radiocontrolled model aircraft in the greater Denver area.

SECTION 2 CONFORMANCE TO NATIONAL ORGANIZATION
To conform to the general policies of the Academy of Model Aeronautics (AMA) and their regulations governing model
aircraft flying and contests according to current AMA Rule Book.

SECTION 3 NATIONAL OBJECTIVES

To aid insofar as practicable and support the national program of the AMA with a view towards advancement of model

aviation in all its phases.

SECTION 4 B ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
The Jefco AeromodOlers is registered as a non-profit corporation within the state of Colorado. A yearly fee is required to

maintain this status. Our Identification Number can be supplied by asking a club officer. The club Secretary is responsible
for maintaining this status.



ARTICLE TWO ACADEMY OF MODEL AERONAUTICS CHARTER
The Jefco~Aeromod(~)Iers #0176 is an AMA Chartered Club. As an AMA Chartered Club, all active members of the Jefco
AeromodOlers must hold current membership in the Academy of Model Aeronautics.

ARTICLE THREE ELECTION OF OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES

SECTION 1 ELECTION

The officers of Jefco AeromodOlers Club #0176 shall consist of a President, Vice President / President Elect, Treasurer and
Secretary. The Nominating Committee will provide a list of candidates at the August meeting and nominations from the floor
will be accepted. The election will be held at the September meeting. A member who receives a majority of the votes cast,
shall be deemed to be elected.

SECTION 2 TENURE
All officers shall serve for one year beginning October 1 after the election and ending at the end of September the following
year. The vice President is the President Elect, succeeding the current President on October 1st.

SECTION 3 OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES
The officers are to be active members and are elected annually by the membership. The duties of the officers are as follows:

A. PRESIDENT The President shall:
1. Preside at all club meetings.
2. Act as spokesperson for the club in all matters pertaining to club business.
3. Appoint regular standing committees as outlined in this document under "Committees".
4. Appoint special committees as required.
5. Authorize expenditure of club funds within limits set by the Board of Directors.
6. Arrange for a meeting place for the monthly Board of Directors meeting.
B. VICE PRESIDENT The Vice President shall:
1. Actin all matters for the President when he/she is unable to serve.
2. Act as parliamentarian at all club meetings providing official interpretation of the bylaws as required.
C. SECRETARY The Secretary shall:
1. Record the minutes and total attendance at all club meetings and Board of Directors meetings.
2. Provide written minutes of said meetings as the official record of the business of this club, paying particular
attention to details of motions and seconds, which are duly passed.
3. Append a written copy of all amendments to the official copy of the bylaws.
4. Be responsible for the maintenance of all Academy of Model Aeronautics related documents.
5. Maintain a current membership list or obtain one from the Membership Chairman and issue membership
badges.
6. Maintain the Articles of Incorporation in Section 4 with the state of Colorado.
D. TREASURER The Treasurer shall:
1. Collect all monies due the club.
2. Keep arecord of all moneys received and disbursed in Quicken or comparable program. A back up copy will
be maintained by another club officer and updated at least once a month.
3. Maintain an accurate and up to date listing of all club property and the current custodians of all items of club
property.
4. Submit a budget at the December Board of Directors meeting and present the budget at the
regular business meeting in January.
5. Make financial books available for inspection by any active club member upon reasonable notice.
6. Arrange for a review of the financial books by the President, Treasurer, and one member at large within 30
days of the September election of Officers
7. The Treasurer or President (in the Treasurers' absence) will be authorized to execute club financial
transactions not to exceed $500.00. Amounts exceeding $500.00 require approval by the membership at a
monthly business meeting.
8. Checks for major expenditures of $500.00 or more require the signature of the President and Treasurer.
9. The Treasurer will maintain a savings or CD account separate from the operating account for runway overlay
and/or runway replacement.
E. SAFETY OFFICER b The Safety Officer shall:
1. Appoint a Safety Committee at his/her discretion.
2. Supervise club flying activity and monitor conditions involving the safety of members, guests and spectators
at the club-flying site.
3. Be empowered to suspend flying by anyone as required to insure maintenance of safe conditions.
4. Ensure equal apportionment of flying time at the club-flying site.



SECTION 4 BOARD OF DIRECTORS

The Board of Directors shall consist of all five elected officers, four at-large members and the immediate past President.
The four elected members-at-large shall serve a term of three years with the terms staggered so that one new member is
elected each year for two years and two members on the third year. The Board of Directors is empowered to establish the
policies of this club. It will take all necessary steps to implement these policies subject to subsequent approval by the
membership. The President is a nonvoting member except to serve to break a tie vote.

SECTION 5 b EXPENDITURE AUTHORIZATION
The Board of DirectorsO can authorize expenditures up to $500, any larger amounts must be approved by the membership.

SECTION 5 VACANCY
Any vacancy occurring during the year will be filled by appointment of a willing active member by the Board of Directors.
The appointee will serve out the term of the vacancy.

SECTION 6 B RESIGNATIONS
Any Officer or Board of Directors member wishing to resign shall submit a dated letter of resignation to any member of the
Board of Directors.

ARTICLE FOUR B MEMBERSHIP
SECTION 1 MEMBER
A member shall be defined as anyone who has an interest in radiocontrolled model flying and who has met the
gualifications prescribed in this article.

SECTION 2 ACTIVE MEMBER
An active member is further defined as one who:
A. Has been accepted for membership by the Membership Committee.
B. Is current in payment of club dues.
C. Is current in payment of all club assessments.
D. Holds current AMA membership. Membership is considered Inactive until proof of AMA membership is provided.

SECTION 3 CLASSES OF MEMBERSHIP
A. Active, Adult (Note 1) Active member 19 years of age or older.
B. Active, Junior (Note 1) Active member through 18 years of age.
C. Active, Family B A family membership shall consist of the Member, Spouse and any children under 19 years of age
and living at home (Junior Members) and shall entitle the family members to all privileges except voting; there shall
be one vote for each family membership. Any other family member may acquire voting privileges by paying one-half
the current dues and holding a current AMA membership. There will be only one Initiation Fee charged per family
membership.
D. Inactive Member who requests and is granted this status by the Board of Directors. Inactive members shall not
have voting privileges, but they shall be carried on the club roster and receive the club newsletter via email for no
charge. To receive a paper copy of the club newsletter, inactive members shall pay a nominal fee as prescribed by
the Board of Directors.
E. Honorary (Note 2) A person so nominated by the Board of Directors, and approved by a majority of the active
membership.
F. Associate B Any Colorado resident outside the Denver Metro area shall be eligible for Associate Membership at an
annual rate established by the Board of Directors. Associate members shall not have voting privileges
G. Life B A member, having paid an amount set by the Board of Directors, is granted status of Life Membership for
the life of the member.

Note 1 Age is determined as of the first day of January of each year for the ensuing year.
Note 2 Honorary members shall not pay dues and shall not have voting privileges.

SECTION 4 NEW MEMBERS
Any person qualifying under ARTICLE ONE - SECTION 1 may apply for membership by completing the following:
A. Submit a club membership application.
B. Agree that if accepted, he/she would pay all fees for the current year.
C. Have current AMA membership or supply proof of application for AMA membership before submitting a Jefco
AeromodOlers membership application.



SECTION 5 RESIGNATIONS
Any member wishing to resign from the club shall submit a dated letter of resignation to any member of the Board of Directors.

SECTION 6 REMOVAL FROM MEMBERSHIP
A member may be removed from the club or placed on Inactive status when, in the opinion of the Board of Directors, he/she does
not continue to meet the prescribed qualifications for membership, does not adhere to club regulations, or acts in a manner
detrimental to club purpose/goals. To remove a member, the Board must:

A. Send a certified letter to the individual at least ten days in advance of the meeting at which the vote is to be taken.

B. Cast a two thirds vote for removal.

ARTICLE FIVE - MEETINGS

SECTION 1 QUORUM

For the purpose of conducting club business at a regular, special, or election meeting, the active members present
is defined as a Quorum. For a Board of Directors meeting, six members must be present and one of the members
must be the President or Vice President.

SECTION 2 VOTING

Voting will be by a show of hands or closed ballot at the discretion of the club officer presiding at the meeting. Special
assessments and amendments require a two-thirds vote and a closed written ballot. All other proposals require a simple majority
vote. Annual elections require a closed written ballot.

If a club member cannot attend a meeting to vote on an issue, he/she may vote by proxy. Proxy voting will be done by an email or
a signed letter sent to the Membership Committee Chairperson who will verify that the proxy is from an active member. Proxies
will be used only on voting issues announced by newsletter, letter, or email. For quorum determination, the proxy ballot vote will
be considered as an active member only for the vote described in the proxy.

SECTION 3 REGULAR MEETINGS

A regular meeting shall be held with a frequency and at a place to be decided from time to time by the active
membership with the understanding that a monthly meeting will be held whenever possible. The time, date,
frequency or place shall not be changed unless approved by a majority of the active members at a regular meeting.
Meetings away from the regular place as arranged by the Board of Directors may be held if announced to the
general membership by club newsletter, letter or email. Notice of regular meetings shall be mailed or emailed
whenever possible in the interest of encouraging attendance. No official action may be taken at a regular meeting
without a quorum. Attendance is restricted to active club members. The club reserves the right to restrict
attendance as directed by the Board of Directors.

SECTION 4 SPECIAL MEETINGS

Special meetings of the club shall be held at any convenient time upon request by the President, any member of the
Board of Directors or upon request as signed by any ten active members of the club. Said request shall be submitted
to the club President and name the time and place of such meeting and the name, address and phone number of the
person(s) issuing the request. The request must be issued at least 10 days in advance of the date set.

ARTICLE SIX - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS

SECTION 1 MEMBERSHIP DUES

Membership dues of the club are to be proposed by the Board of Directors and approved by the active members.
Dues are payable on October 1st. The amount of the dues will be indicated on the membership application. The
types of memberships are as stated in Article 4. Members who join between October 1 and March 31 shall pay the
full current annual rate. Members who join between April 1 and September 30 shall pay one half of the then
current annual rate.

SECTION 2 ARREARS IN DUES

Active members from a previous year are carried on the active roster for a grace period concluding on December 31st. Active
members in arrears after December 31st will be dropped from the active roster, but may continue to receive the club newsletter
by obtaining inactive member status. See ARTICLE FOUR b MEMBERSHIP.

SECTION 3 SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS

Special assessments may be levied on club members for any project approved by the club, which if paid out of the club treasury
would deplete operating capital below the minimum required amount. Said amount is to be determined by the Board of Directors
based on economic factors in evidence at the time. To institute a special assessment, the Board must:
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A. Publish the proposed assessment in the next newsletter, letter, or email and vote on the proposed assessment at the next
regular meeting. The notification must contain the purpose, total amount of assessment per member, and terms of payment.
B. Receive an affirmative vote from at least twothirds of the votes received (either in person or by proxy) at the prescribed
meeting.

ARTICLE SEVEN - COMMITTEES
SECTION 1 REGULAR COMMITTEES
Committees and their respective Chairs shall be appointed by the President at his/her discretion. Each committee shall have as
many members as the Chair deems necessary to carry out their respective duties. Each Chair shall serve a one-year term.

A. Nominating Committee B Responsible for creating a slate of nominees and overseeingthe election of club officers for
the coming year. Committee shall be appointed by the President no later than the March meeting each year. Nominees
shall have been a voting member for a minimum of two years to be eligible. Committee will present a list of nominations
at the August meeting and ask for additional nominations from members in attendance.

Field Maintenance Committee Responsible for improving and maintaining the club's facilities, and for establishing
annual priorities and submitting expenditure estimates to the membership.

Flying Activities Committee Responsible for planning activities and contests for the general membership, in coordination
with area clubs.

Programming and Education Committee Responsible for club meeting programs, speakers, and social aspects
appropriate to member needs.

Student Training Committee Instructors will provide and maintain a program that will channel students into AMA
membership for liability protection of the club, and assist novices in safe, successful flying training.

Membership Committee B Responsible for tracking and coordinating membership recruitmnent and renewals.
Responsible for approval of new members

G. Safety Committee b see ARTICLE THREE.

H. Special Projects B Responsible for specific project as determined by the President.

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SECTION 2 OTHER COMMITTEES
The President may appoint other committees as he/she deems necessary to meet the objectives of the club.

ARTICLE EIGHT - AMENDMENTS
SECTION 1 AUTHORIZATION
These Bylaws shall not be changed or amended except as provided in this Article.

SECTION 2 PROCEDURES

To amend these by laws the following procedures must be followed:
A. The proposed amendment shall be read at a club meeting at least one month prior to the meeting at which a vote is to be
taken or shall be individually mailed or emailed to all active members at least 10 days prior to the meeting at which the
vote is to be taken.
B. Said copy of the proposed amendment is to be accompanied by notice of the meeting time and place.
C. For acceptance of the amendment, an affirmative vote by twothirds of the active members present or by proxy
must be received.

ARTICLE NINE B CONTEST DIRECTOR

The AMA Contest Director, for any contest at the Jefco Field, will be a club member, approved by the Board of Directors.
